Here’s Some Things To Know 

 
According to the new rule: 

*Drivers and carriers who currently use paper 

logs to track hours of service must have ELDs 

fully installed and in use by December 18, 2017. 

In addition to improving safety, ELDs are 

designed to increase efficiency for both the 

driver and carrier.

Clerk Filing RODS   $120 
Elimination of Paper Logbooks    $42

To ensure record integrity, ELDs allow only 

limited edits to records by the driver and/or 

carrier. 

To comply with roadside and other checks by authorized enforcement 

or safety officials, ELDs must be able to electronically transfer data on 

demand through wireless Web services and email, or by using high-

speed USB or Bluetooth.  ELDs must also be capable of providing data to 

safety officials with by display or using a print out. 

Drivers must retain at least EIGHT supporting documents for every 24-

hour period they are on duty.  These documents must be submitted to 

the carrier within 13 days of receiving them, and carriers must retain 

them for six months.
